Club members Barb and John Brugel, El Parent, Bud Gaunce, 

Charlie Morris, Jayne Phelps and Florian Zielinski met this June 

and established Bicycles for the Homeless Inc (BfHI) in order to 

provide bicycle transportation for anyone in need in and around 

our Sarasota/Manatee community.

BfHI is a registered Florida not-for-profit whose mission is to 

acquire, refurbish, and upgrade used bicycles and to donate them 

to homeless individuals and those in need, including children, as 

well as to nonprofit organizations that assist the homeless. Along 

with independent transportation, the BfHI will educate recipients 

on Florida bicycle laws, a cyclist’s rights and responsibilities, safe 

riding techniques, and repair and maintenance.

One of the major problems homeless people have is getting to and 

from job interviews, jobs, medical appointments, and lodging 

and dining services. Bicycles are by far the most desirable and 

affordable means of transportation for them. The need for more 

 

bicycles is a recurring plea from organizations that assist the 

homeless.

According to the Suncoast Partnership to End Homelessness, 

during 2008/2009 school year, 2,094 children were identified as 

homeless or at imminent risk of being homeless in Manatee County. 

In the six- month period, December 1, 2008 through May 31, 2009, 

more than 1,350 families, 13,600+ individuals received assistance 

from local social service agencies. There were 6,082 identified as 

homeless. We all know, given the economy, those figures haven’t 

improved in the past year.

BfHI has applied for 501(c)(3) IRS status and are actively seeking 

club members and other people in the cycling community to 

assist with furthering our mission. Those interested in additional 

information or becoming volunteers can express their interest on 

the BfHI website; www.bicyclesforthehomeless.org or send an 

email to volunteer@bicyclesforthehomeless.org

bi k e s  for  t h e  hom e l e s s
sets-up shop!
